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COMMISSION PREMISES IN BRUSSELS - SITUATION MP PROSPECTS

Having considered the accommodation situation over the last five years
and the short and medium–term prospects ( communication from the Commission
to the budgetary authorities , COM(80)544 final ), the Budget Committee of
the Council has recommended that the Permanent Representatives Committee
approve the direct purchase throixgh the Community Budget of the planned
extension to 120 , rue de la Loi 0 The Council conveyed its agreement in
principle by letter dated 16 December 1981 , The project was included in the
medium-term accommodation plan prepared by the Commission and the Council in
1976 .

Construction work by tha private sector on two other buildings - the
Triangle ( JCL extension) and the Albert Borschette Conference Centre - has
been completed outside and ahead of the piano The Commission departments
concerned followed the different stages of the work closely , and it was
completed according to schedule . As intended , th9 leasst on the conference
rooms in the Manhattan Centre has not been renewed® !

The space which has become available with these new buildings is imlikaly
to meet the Commission's needs in Brussels , since it has been found in
the meantime that :

( i ) the JCL complex requires renovation and this work is likely to
make a large area of office space f at least as much as that in the
Triangle , unavailable for at least two years }

( ii ) the floors are sinking in Archimfede 5 » "the problem is being studied
closely by the relevant departments of the Commission to find out
what decisions will have to be taken and what will be the likely
consequences for the Commission's short–term accommodation plans in
Brussels *
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COMMISSION PREMISES IN LUXEMBOURG - SITUATION AND P) ASPECTS

In Luxembourg, all the different departments of the "ommissioa ( except for
central computer services) were finally brought together into a single ,
purpose-built block ( Jean Monnet ) in April 1981 . Tha offices used by
Members of the Commission when they are in Luxemboux.j v 11 continue to be
rented in the European Centre , close to the Council rooms and the
Parliament chamber.

The Offioial Publications Office occupies the general-purpose building
put up for it near the P<W and the station. The addition of a seventh
official language has meant that some departments have had to be moved
from there to other office buildings in the area of the station. During
1981 an institutional investor based in Luxembourg started work on a
project for expending the technical and administrai e area of the
Publications Office , which will take account of the Office * s various
storage , dispatching and data-processing needs .

Lastly , as stated in earlier reports , physical and administrative measures
will become necessary as the European Monetary System progresses and the
European Monetary Cooperation Fund is set up.
