10 ensure the propér functioning of the Communities".

Oradual transfer allowed the moves to be coordinated .
closely with the expiry of the previous leases, so that double

The substantial effort needed in planning and coordination made it
possible to carry fhrough the vast removal operation uith the utmost
oconomy.

After these transférs, by the end of 1976, 11 out of the 14 office
buildings used by the Commission had been vacated, and 1 216 members
of staff out of 1 464 had been accommodated in the Jean Monnet
building on the Kirchberg.

The conference oomplex, oompriaing five rooms seating 80, and one
room seating 200, also came into operation at the end of 1976.

A small number of offices are still available in the Jean Monnet
building. They are scattered and cannot be used to house a major
administrative unit. For this reason they have been set aside for
members of the branch of the Statistical Office of the European
Communities now in Brussels returning to Luxembourg, and also for
new staff at the Computer Centre, which is now completely full.

By 1977, no further office spaco will be avaalable in tho
adminlstratlvo building,.

Moreover, the Court of Justice of the European Communities, situated
alongside the Jean Monnet building and the Computer Centre, will
shortly require additional accommodatione This cannot be provided
by extending the existing building, and the Court of Justice will |
therefore also either have to build or take over an outlying building.

The question thus arises of starting work on the third section of the
Jean Monnet building, or part of ite The Commission intends to

At the end of 1976y the European Parliameiit was able to take over
almost all the offices previously ocoupied by the Commission to the
south of the Kirchberg motorway. '

In Septenber oconstruction work started on the new building for the
Buropean Investiment Bank. This will also be looated on the Kirchberg
40 the north of the motorway. The work should take two and half
Years, during which time the Bank will vacate the former building ,
in the centre of the city which housed the ECSC High Authority in 1952,

dince 1973, the Officiul Publications Officd of the Furopean Communities
has had a building near the Luxembourg station, which meets its ocurrent
needs and those of the foreseeable future, : .

VI. OFFICE AND OTHEE ACCOMMODATION TN BRUSSELS

The most recent building rented by the Commission in 1974 made good
the offioe shortage at that time and met the requirements arising
from departmental expansion in 1975 and 1976 The situation regarding

 tuildings in Brussels this year therefore remains unchanged, as compired

with 1975,

However, since most buildings now have more occnpahts than is desirable,
renting additional premises will probably have to be considered in 1977.

Should such renting plans matefializo, the Commission intends to follow
the short-and medium-term programme it prepared and sutmitted to the
Council of Ministers. _— :

Thie provides for a regrouping of all Commission departments n&ar the
Rond-Point Schuman, in acoordance with the following scheme:

(1) Berlaymont would be the Commission's representative building,
housing only the Commission itself and the depariments directly
attached to it or those more specifically concerned with the
Eurcopean activities of which Berlaymont has become the symbol.

(2) The Joyeuse Entrée/Cortenberg/Loi ocomplex would house all the
financial and administrative departments (Directorates-General
for Personnel ard Administiration, Budgets and Financial antrol).

(3) A number of buildings, locéted as near as possidble to the rue
ds la Loi, would house all the so~called operational depariments.

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This grouping would allow many buildings to be vacated, whose surface
area, location and/or security hardly meet the standards roqnired for
Commission activities.

It is regrettable however that mince no deoision has been taken

bn an official schede for locating the European institutions, the
Commission is unablé to ouxline any long-term plans for its offloe
hcoommodatlon in Brussels. =

In addition to offibe requirements, the Commission im seeldng a
batisfaoctory Bolutivn to the problem of organizing oonferences,

#n internal working party has studied the report of an international
group of independent experts on the location and specifioations of a
Conference Centre ‘and selected the scheme considered bhest. This
provided for the construction of a centre in the Paro du Cinquantenaire,
and the Commission gave its agreement to this choice, subjeot to the
Balgian authorities giving their egreement.s Since the latter refused,
end the various other schemes have lost their relevance, the Commisuion
is once again obliged to~ explore ways of solving the problem.

ViI, RESULTS AND PROSPECTS

1. Mention should be made of the Eurvpean Monetary Oooperation Fund (EMCF)
-located in Luxembourg. In accordance with the Decieion of 24 July 1973

by the Representatives of the Governments of the Member States,

(official Journal of the European Communities No L 207, p. 46, 28 July 1973),
the Luxembourg Government made available to the EMCF the offices required

by it at the outset, Failing effective implementation of the EMCF,

no assessment can be made with a view to completing the neceasary
adninistrative infrastructure, °®

@. As regards the EIB Liaison Office, the Commission intends tb take
Rll necessary measures to enable it to fulfil its tasks in optimum
tonditions, 2

3. The Commission also intends to reduce the number of 6ffioials

in the SOEC branch office in Brussels to those required to carry out

‘esgential liaison duties with departments in Brussels, by restoring
Bome of its departments there to the Statistical Office in Iuxembourge

4. The Commission has just submitted a proposal to the Touncil and the
European Parliament on the setting up of the European Court of Audit
established by the Treaty of 22 July 1975. It proposes in partlcula;
that the seat of the Court of Audit shoild be in Luxembourg.

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In econclueion, attertion should almo be drma %o the yoar's mejor
féature for Commnity institutions and depertments in Iaxerbourg.

A large~zdale regrouping of Commission depariments in %he Xirchberg
etsa took place. At the same time all the buildings and offices
cd¢cupled by these departiments, and scaiteréd throughout the city of
Lixembourg, wers vachted. This was achiewvad through the active
sippert of the Luxembourg asuthoriiies, and has proved of considerabls
benefit in terms of ¢ommunications and therefore of efficiency.
